Micropower Europe adopts Vision 2050

Micropower Europe announces the adoption of a sector
growth strategy called ‘Mass Market Microgeneration: From
Vision to Reality’, aimed at capitalizing on the opportunities
for distributed energy generation.

One of the first steps to establish a mass market for
microgeneration technologies in the European sector, has been
to launch the Vision Paper ahead of a research project to include
partnering organizations from across Europe. This is expected to

European Parliament unanimously approves Energy Efficiency

EU energy efficiency legislation for buildings and the new layout of the EU energy
efficiency label were approved by the Industry Committee on Wednesday. These
measures - which come in addition to the EU's 2008 climate change package - were
agreed with the Council last year and are to be put to a final vote by the full Parliament in
May. The energy efficiency legislation aims to help consumers to cut their energy bills
and the EU as a whole to hit its climate change target of using 20% less energy by 2020.
Member States' building codes will require all new buildings to have near-zero energy
consumption and boilers and air conditioning systems will have to be inspected regularly.
All buildings built from the end of 2020 onwards must have high energy-saving standards
and be powered to a large extent by renewable energy. Public authorities' building
projects are to lead the way two years earlier. Part of the funding for these changes will
come from the EU budget. Where feasible, the energy performance of existing buildings
will have to be improved during major renovations. When renovating, owners will be
encouraged to install "smart meters" and replace heating, hot-water plumbing and air-
conditioning systems with high-efficiency alternatives such as heat pumps. The
committee backed this proposal unanimously, with 52 votes in favour.

EU Draft Budget 2011: Investing in Energy Infrastructure

Boosting economic recovery and investing in tomorrow's energy infrastructures are key
priorities of the 2011 draft budget adopted by the European Commission on 27 April
2010. Out of a total of 0142.6 billion

GreenLight and GreenBuilding EU Awards: Winners save 85%

These annual awards, launched by the European Commission in 2000 and 2005
respectively, promote the reduction of energy consumption by public and private
organisations on a voluntary basis. One of the 12 award winners in the 2010 edition of
the GreenLight programme is Micropower Europe member E.ON, which reduced energy
consumption by 71.92%. In the GreenBuilding category, two of the best refurbishment
projects, an office building in Austria and a secondary school in Germany, have achieved
over 80% of energy savings. These initiatives count over 700 participants from across
Europe, who save approximately 545 GWh each year. GreenLight encourages partners
to install energy-efficient lighting, while the GreenBuilding initiative promotes improved
energy efficiency in buildings through several measures such as thermal insulation,
efficient heating and cooling, intelligent control systems, solar PV panels and
geothermal installation etc.
