microgeneration accounting for different types of policies, cost and 

demand sensitivities, and consumer behaviour. 

The focus of the research project is to locate consumers of microgeneration technologies, and 

clarify the opinion of both current and potential customers in terms of uptake possibilities. Firstly, 

the research project will analyse the behaviour of consumers, in order to match preferences and 

choice with suitable products to increase market penetration. Secondly, the research project will 

determine the current barriers and drivers associated with product uptake in the microgeneration 

market. The former may manifest in aspects which impede uptake including lack of harmonised 

EU manufacturing and installation standards. Whereas in the latter, drivers may be present in the 

form of grants and other financial incentives, the analysis of which, is likely to provide vital 

information as to policy required to facilitate a sustainable market.

Energy Efficiency In Buildings 

On 18 May 2010 a recast of The Directive on energy performance of buildings 

(2002/91/EC) was adopted in order to strengthen the energy performance requirements 

and to clarify and streamline some of its provisions (the Directive is expected to be 

published in the Official Journal in June). 

The Directive on energy performance of buildings (2002/91/EC) is the main legislative 

instrument at EU level to achieve energy performance in buildings. Under this Directive, 

the Member States must apply minimum requirements as regards the energy 

performance of new and existing buildings, ensure the certification of their energy 

performance and require the regular inspection of boilers and air conditioning systems 

in buildings.

Council and the Parliament had already been reached on 18 November 2009. Member States will

This communication follows the Commission's Communication on "How to reinvigorate 

international climate negotiations" and the Council's request to present an assessment on the 

impacts of a conditional move to a 30% emissions cut. The measures taken to support energy-

intensive industries against the risk of carbon leakage are also examined as required under the 

ETS (Emissions Trading System) Directive. The Communication shows that the reduction in EU 

emissions as a consequence of the economic crisis, together with a drop in carbon prices, has 

changed the estimations two years ago when the revised ETS was presented. Therefore in light 

of the new data, an analysis of the implications of the different levels of ambition as a motor for 

modernising the EU economy and creating new jobs by promoting innovation in low-carbon 

technologies is provided.
